Jack Cameron, a Fellowship member with a strong interest in nutrition and health, reviews the recent cri-
tique The China Study: Fact or Fallacy"which has made its author, Denise Minger, a star among blog-
gers devoted to nutrition. When The China Study”, written by Dr. T. Colin Campbell, was published in
2005 it quickly became a bestseller and garnered rave reviews, particularly from vegetarians because of
the conclusion that "even small increases in the consumption of animal based foods was associated with
increased disease risk". While many critics have challenged Dr. Campbell's conclusions concerning ani-
mal based foods, none of the critiques are comparable to the monumental review by Denise Minger,
which through complex statistical review clearly shows Dr. Campbell’s “cherry picking” the data to sup-
port his conclusions. Jack Cameron discusses similar errors of data interpretation that have resulted in the
current illogical dietary standards of the USDA.

Frances Ellen Watkins Harper was an African
American writer, lecturer, and Unitarian. Born
free in Baltimore on September 24, 1825, she pub-
lished her first book of poetry at twenty and her
first novel, the widely praised lola Leroy, at 67.

After her mother died when she was three years
old in 1828, she was raised by her aunt and uncle.
She was educated at the Academy for Negro
Youth, a school run by her uncle Rev. William
Watkins, who was a civil rights activist. He was a
major influence on her life and work. At fourteen,
she found work as a seamstress.

Frances Watkins' first volume of verse, Forest
Leaves, was published in 1845 (it has been lost).
Her second book, Poems on Miscellaneous Sub-
jects, published in 1854, was extremely popular.
Over the next few years, it was reprinted in 20 edi-
tions. Many African American women's service
clubs named themselves in her honor in cities such
as St. Louis, St. Paul, and Pittsburgh.
In 1850, Watkins moved to Ohio, where she
worked as the first woman teacher at Union Semi-
nary, established by the Ohio Conference of the
AME Church. In 1853, Watkins became a lecturer
for the American Anti-Slavery Society.

In 1860, she married Fenton Harper, a widower
with three children. They had a daughter together
in 1862. She continued to be active in the prohi-
bition and suffrage movements and the Unitarian
church. Often on Sunday mornings she would

read her poems to Unitarian congregations, in-
cluding her most popular collection Bury Me in
a Free Land. She gave a speech in 1866 before
the National Women's Rights Convention, call-
ing for equal rights for all.

In 1892 she published lola Leroy or the Shad-
ows Lifted, one of the first novels by an African-
American woman. At the same time, she con-
tinued with her political activism, and in 1897
was elected Vice-President of the NAACP.

Harper died on February 22, 1911.
